executive orders, presidential decrees, proclamations, rules, regulations, issuances, and 50 

enactments or parts thereof inconsistent with this Act are hereby repealed or modified 51 
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accordingly. 1

SEC. 10. This Act shall take effect fifteen (15) days after its publication in the Official 3
