ADOPTING AND ENDORSING THE NORTH LUZON GROWTH CORRIDOR (NLGC) 

STATEGIC PLAN FOR THE COMPREHENSIVE DEVELOPMENT OF THE NORTH 

LUZON REGIONS.

It also identifies the collective vison, goals, 

missions, and objectives of North Luzon Regions in the fields of agriculture, trade and industry, 

tourism, environment, social services, infrastructure, urban development and governance. 

WHEREAS, the Plan is an output of the extensive research of the Representatives from 

the North Luzon Regions, and Partylist Representatives, which incorporates their collective 

vision, goals, missions and development objectives for North Luzon. 

WHEREAS, by adopting and endorsing the Plan to the public and private sector, it will 

serve as their framework in making the North Luzon globally competitive in the Asia-Pacific and 

the other regions of the country by 2040.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the House of Representatives to propose the 

adoption and endorsement of the North Luzon Growth Corridor Strategic Plan to all public and 

private stakeholders as their Master Plan for the strategic development of the Ilocos Region, 

Cagayan Valley Region and the Cordillera Administrative Region.
