WHEREAS, Mr. Rene Aranda passed away on August 24, 2022 at the age of 66; 

WHEREAS, Mr. Aranda was born on May 16, 1956. He was raised in Manila and early on 
divided his time between drawing and playing basketball which was his other love;1 

WHEREAS, Mr. Aranda attended the University of the Philippines College of Fine Arts. 
Among his teachers and mentors were Mr. Roberto Chabet and National Artist Jose Joya. Mr. 
Aranda was a product of the old school and had little use for conceptual art, as he believed that 
the primary task of any artist was to be able to draw. He eventually dropped out because of an 
early marriage; 

WHEREAS, Mr. Aranda dropped out of school due to the early marriage and earned a living. 
He eventually landed a job in the Middle East where he delved in advertising and commercial 
illustration. In the late ‘80s and into the 1990s back in Manila, Mr. Aranda found his way into 
illustrating for the publications, both for the Antonio Cabangon magazine Philippine Graphic 
where he teamed up with Mr. Benjo Laygo, and for Philippine STAR where, along with 
Dengcoy Miel, formed the one-two punch of Port Area street cartoonists;2

competitions and seminars. He was able to finish his journalism degree at the Lyceum of the 
Philippines University; 

WHEREAS, Mr. Aranda was an active member of the Samahang Kartunista ng Pilipinas, 
composed of editorial cartoonists of major broadsheets and tabloids of the day, among them Mr. 
Neil Doloricon, Mr. Romy Buen and Mr. Tonton Young. He was also vice president of the 
Animator’s Association of the Philippines. He also served as Chief Editorial Cartoonist of the 
Philippine Star;
