WHEREAS, Ms. Sylvia Reyes La Torre-de Tagle has passed away on December 1, 2022 at the 
age of 89; 

WHEREAS, Ms. Sylvia La Torre, as she was commonly known, made waves in the music and 
film industry as early as when she was five years old. She performed in the 1941 film, “Ang 
Maestra,” at the age of 7. She would feature in other films made by Sampaguita Pictures;1 

WHEREAS, Ms. Sylvia La Torre joined the Manila Grand Opera House in 1948. In 1950, she 
recorded her first song “Si Petite Mon Amour” under the Bataan Records then eventually 
recorded songs for Villar Records. It was during this time that she earned the title “Queen of 
Kundiman;”2 

WHEREAS, some of Ms. Sylvia La Torre’s memorable songs include: “Galawgaw,” “Kalesa,” 
“Waray Waray,” “Arimunding-Munding,” “Pakiusap,” “Maalala Mo Kaya,” “Sa Kabukiran,” 
“Paskong Anong Saya,” and many more classic Filipino songs; 

WHEREAS, Ms. Sylvia La Torre also ventured into movies. Following her stint in show 
business, she decided to live in Los Angeles, California. As a film actress, she was best known

WHEREAS, in 1960, Ms. Sylvia La Torre featured in the radio program “Tuloy ang Ligaya” of 
Manila Broadcasting Company (MBC) with Ms. Lita Guttierez and Mr. Oscar Obligacion. The 
radio program was made into a television program known as “The Big Show” which was hosted 
by Ms. La Torre and Mr. Obligacion. Due to its success, ABS-CBN offered the two to host its 
noontime television show “Oras ng Ligaya.” For this, Ms. Sylvia La Torre de Tagle earned the 
title "First Lady of Philippine Television;"3 

WHEREAS, in November 2010, Ms. Sylvia La Torre returned to the Philippines for a benefit 
show titled “Laro: Child’s Play at the CCP” with Pop Star Ms. Princess Sarah Geronimo; 

WHEREAS, Ms. Sylvia La Torre was a recipient of the Tandang Sora Award, which is given to 
women who embody the Philippine hero’s traits of courage, service, and goodness, among 
others;4 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the House of Representatives expresses its 
profound sympathy, and sincere condolences to the family of Ms. Sylvia Reyes La Torre-de 
Tagle, who was known as the Queen of Kundiman and the First Lady of Philippine Television, an 
extremely talented and phenomenal woman with such a pure heart and has inspired generations 
of aspiring filipino singers and actors alike;
