WINNING THE 2023 ASIA’S BEST FEMALE CHEF AWARD 

WHEREAS, Asia’s 50 Best Restaurants Academy was launched in 2013 to celebrate the 

gastronomy across the region and to provide diners around the globe with local insight and culinary 

recommendations; 

WHEREAS, since 2014, Asia’s 50 Best Restaurants Academy has been awarding Asia’s Best 

Female Chef to recognize women who are trailblazers in the culinary filed; 

WHEREAS, Filipino Chef Johanne Siy from Singapore-based restaurant Lolla was selected as 

the 2023 Awardee as Asia’s Best Female Chef; 

WHEREAS, Johanne Siy grew up in Dagupan City, Pangasinan and finished her culinary studies 

at the Culinary Institute of America in New York, where she worked at three-Michelin-star 
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restaurant Le Bernardin, and Michelin Star restaurant Café Boulud. She then moved to Singapore 

and worked in multi-awarded restaurant Restaurant André. She then moved to Europe to work in 

farms and foraging, before working in Fäviken in Sweden and three-Michelin-star restaurant Noma 

in Denmark; 

WHEREAS, Siy would then move to Singapore at the start of the COVID-19 pandemic where 

she became the Head Chef of Lolla, initially as a temporary measure to help it regain its footing, 

before taking on the job full-time; 

WHEREAS, Asia’s 50 praised Siy saying that Siy “hopes to inspire the next generation of women 

entering hospitality as demonstrable proof that nothing should stand in the way of achieving your 

goals, no matter when in life they may appear”; 

WHEREAS, Under Siy’s leadership, Lolla was voted as 75th in Asia’s Best Restaurants, also by 

Asia’s 50, signifying her skill in the culinary and gastronomy industry; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that we, undersigned members of the House of 

Representatives express, as it hereby expresses, our profound congratulations to Chef Johanne Siy 

on being awarded as Asia’s Best Female Chef for 2023;
