WHEREAS, the country mourns the passing of renowned heritage conservationist and cultural 
writer former Intramuros Administrator Anna Maria “Bambi” Harper on 05 August 2023 at the 
age of 82; 

WHEREAS, Ms. Bambi Harper’s dedication and leadership as the 7th administrator of one of 
Manila’s cultural heritage sites Intramuros from 2008 to 2010 upheld the effective and efficient 
restoration, preservation, and development of the historical walled city of Intramuros; 

WHEREAS, Ms. Bambi Harper has a long record of serving in heritage advocacy. She was a 
founding member of the Concerned Citizens of the National Museum, and founding president of 
the Heritage Conservation Society of the Philippines; 

WHEREAS, Ms. Bambi Harper was the director of the Filipino Heritage Festival during her time 
as Intramuros administrator. She likewise served as the commissioner of the United Nations 
Educational, Scientific, and Cultural Organization, council member of the National Trust 
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Foundation, executive committee member of the Presidential Commission on Culture and Arts, 
commissioner of the Manila Historical Commission, and consultant to the Department of Tourism; 
 
WHEREAS, Ms. Bambi Harper received the Pama-as Gintong Bai Award in 2005 for cultural 
heritage conservation during the celebration of the centennial year of the Feminist Movement of 
the Philippines; 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the House of Representatives expresses its 
profound sympathy and sincere condolences to the family of Ms. Bambi Harper, who is 
remembered for championing the conservation of Philippine heritage and culture;
